	Lesson Plan Title:         Picture Writing Reflection

	Essential Question(s): They say, “A picture’s worth a thousand words”, do you think that’s true?


	Guiding Question(s): When you look at pictures, what goes on in your mind? If there are no words to go along with a picture, can you still see a story? Do you think all pictures say something?


	Lesson Summary: What is the “Big Idea” or concept you are working toward? Students will take pictures of something of their choice (Students will be taking pictures during class and be monitored for appropriateness and direction) Students will use technology to change the images (photoshop, befunky, etc.) Student’s will select one image produced by a peer and write a response to that image. Response content is open to their own reflection but must be a half of a page or more. Students will work in groups to edit, discuss and revise their writing.


	Subject Area(s): Writing
Grade Level: 4th 


	Student Objectives:  
Audience, Behavior, Condition(s), Degree (ABCD): My goal is: for students to be able to take the ideas that come into their minds when viewing images and use those ideas to produce a piece of writing. 
This lesson is designed to enhance writing engagement by using photos created by fellow peers to create a piece of writing. Students will obtain the ability to create a writing reflection of their choice that allows them to practice critical thinking, creative reflection and response. 
Students will use cameras, tablets, phones, etc., to take images. Students will take pictures of images they find interesting and then modify them using image altering technologies.  

This lesson is designed to enhance writing fluency and strengthen writing abilities.

	Instructional Approaches and Teaching Strategies: 
I’m using a constructivist approach because I want to make sure my students are not only learning but are also engaged and actively being part of their own learning experience. Students will take picture, produce writing, and edit/review their work with peers and I will support and guide students along the way. 


	Connection(s) to the real world and/or students’ out-of-school lives and interests: Taking pictures is not only a major part of today’s society from phones, to social media—students see images everywhere. This lesson helps with creating, changing, and evaluating images that they see.



	Procedure

	How will you begin the lesson? Explain how you will introduce the topic e.g., ask a question or give a prompt to discover what students know, think, feel, have experienced, and wonder. BE SPECIFIC.
I will use a comic to introduce my idea to my class.

I will use essential and guiding questions to encourage students to think critically about what their own thought process is when looking at images.

We will engage in a class discussion to discuss and expand on ideas together. This will prepare students for the lesson and make them comfortable with what we are going to be doing.



	Materials and resources needed for the lesson: Device(s) to take picture(s), Photo imaging alteration programs or apps, writing material (paper or electronic devices).


	Prerequisite skills: Writing skills up to grade 4. General understanding of grammar and sentence structures. Technology assistance will be available for students unfamiliar with taking pictures.


	Approximate time needed for lesson: 2 hours+


	Step-by-step Procedure: Include detailed instructions and directions you will give students. How will you teach the lesson? How will you include higher level thinking skills (Bloom’s taxonomy)? How will you activate students’ prior knowledge? If you are grouping students, explain the configuration of the groups and describe the reason for grouping, and what will happen within the groups.

· Instructions/Directions: Students will take pictures and decide on one image they have taken. After selecting the image of their choice, students will alter that image in any way they want (black and white, crop, etc.). I will then combine all selected photos and display them to the class. Each student will choose one photo and write a response to it; this can be a story, what they believe is happening in the picture, what the image reminds them of, etc. We will use graphic organizers, such as: BLT paragraph sandwich and the event spider to get ideas for the piece of writing. After producing a piece of writing, students will be put in groups to read each other’s writing, offer guidance, and edit their work. 
· Higher order thinking skills: Students will think deeply about the images they see and produce creative writing based on the image. They will think critically about events and themes that could relate to the image they are responding to. Graphic organizers will help students expand on ideas and develop context in regards to their writing.
· Activate prior knowledge: Students will have to activate prior knowledge in order to complete this lesson. They are expected to reflect on an image and produce a piece of writing based on what they see. A child’s prior knowledge will uniquely determine what type of story they come up with.
· Grouping: How and why: I think that groups are a great way to talk about writing. Students can discuss their thoughts and ideas with peers and review/edit their writing based on feedback and other ideas than their own.

	Multimedia integration: explain how multimedia is integrated into the lesson and how it is used by the teacher and by students. Lesson should include multimodal ways of teaching, learning, and/or assessment.
Students will use a camera, phone, tablet, or device of their choice to take pictures.  Students will take their own pictures and alter those images with guidance and assistance from instructor and peers.
Students will be able to type their writing after constructing a paper draft and their graphic organizers.

Students will type a reflection of their experience answering assessment questions that address their writing process.


	Differentiated instruction: How will you differentiate instruction to accommodate learners from diverse cultural, linguistic, and ability backgrounds?
Students will be given any necessary assistance they may need in regards to the use of technology and also be permitted to take photos using any type of technology they choose and are comfortable with(tablets,cameras,phones,etc.). Students will have peer and instructor assistance with each step along with group collaboration for support and guidance. The writing reflections will be the style of the student’s choice and can be done however they choose, as long as they meet the length guidelines of ½ page+. Students are given the freedom to expand on the image with their own creativity and ideas for the writing they will produce. The point is to get them to write but any necessary accommodations will be made to promote engaged learning.


	Graphic organizer, concept map, or other scaffold or support system(s): Students can use different tools to assist with writing if desired. (word webs, etc.) For this lesson, I used graphic organizers (Event Spider and BLT Paragraph Sandwich) to brain storm ideas.


	How will you close the lesson? I will read writings volunteered by different students (no one will be forced to share their writing with the entire class) and we will discuss the different stories and reflections created from the images. What images were chosen most? If more than one student wrote about the same image, what were the differences and similarities? What causes us to each get something different from the same image?
